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Matra Training for European Cooperation (MTEC) scholarships for promising students 
and legal professionals 
For the coming academic year - 2009/2010 - fifteen full scholarships are made available by 
the Netherlands Ministry of Foreign Affairs for the (LL.M.) study of International and 
European Law at the Faculty of Law of the University of Amsterdam  
 
Purpose of the MTEC scholarships 
The MTEC scholarships are intended for promising students from states which either have 
just acceded to the European Union or will do so in the near future and those which border the 
extended Union both in the East and in the South with a view to contributing to the 
enhancement of strategic cooperation and partnerships on the basis of the core values which 
are shared by the European Union: human rights, democracy and the rule of law. 
 
What does an MTEC scholarship consist of? 
An MTEC scholarship covers tuition fee, study materials, housing, subsistence, travel to and 
from the home country, a personal development programme (including effective leadership, 
change management, negotiations in diplomacy), and a social programme (getting to know 
the host city, including its less well-known hidden treasures, and its vicinity, including the 
international institutions in The Hague). 
 
Who may apply for an MTEC scholarship? 
The MTEC scholarships are meant for students and legal professionals from the public sector 
who are residents of the states listed above, who have completed their LL.B. with flying 
colours and who satisfy the criteria for admission to the LL.M. International and European 
law of the Faculty of Law, University of Amsterdam. 
Applicants should both be nationals of one of the participating countries and be resident in 
one of these countries.  
 
Preconditions 
Prospective students need to have completed a bachelor degree in law (LL.B.), reside in the 
relevant states at the time of application, have a TOEFL-score of 600 (100 internet based, 250 
computer based) and not be older than 35 years and have been admitted to the LL.M. 
programme International and European Law. The scholarships are intended for promising 
students and legal professionals, that is, those who have completed their LL.B. and have 
started their career in a relevant public sector in their country of origin. Legal professionals 
are required to acquire the permission of their employer to study one year abroad and be 
issued with a guarantee that they can resume their position upon return. 
 
The L.L.M. programme International and European Law  
The master programme international and European law, of one year duration, aims to develop 
the understanding of the operation of international and European law in theory and practice 
and simultaneously train students in analytical, communicative and writing skills.  
The programme starts with a few compulsory courses – international and European law in the 
national legal order and the law of public international organization - after which the student 
opts either for a specialization in public international law or European law.  The programme 
offers a rich variety of optional courses including International Dispute Settlement, the 
International Law of Military Operations, International Environmental Law, International 
Criminal Law, International Humanitarian Law, International Refugee Law, European 
Company Law, Law of the Internal Market, EU Legal Remedies, European Consumer Law, 
European Contract Law, and European State Aid Law, etc.  



 
Location 
The Amsterdam Law School (Faculty of Law) is located in the historical centre of Amsterdam 
and conveniently situated in the vicinity of many international organizations, international 
courts and international law firms. Its English taught programmes are attended by students 
from all over the world, resulting in a rich cultural orientation and an international atmosphere 
at the Faculty of Law.  
 
Application 
Candidates should apply through the website of EVD/CROSS and consecutively send their 
printed application form to the Royal Netherlands Embassy in their country. Applicants who 
want to be considered for a MTEC scholarship have to go through the regular admission 
procedure of the University of Amsterdam. Applicants who have already been admitted to the 
LL.M. programme International and European law by the University, can directly apply for a 
MTEC scholarship by using the application form which is available at the website of 
EVD/CROSS Agency (www.cross-agency.nl, click Downloads).  
 
Note that applications should be sent before the 15th of May 2009 at the latest for the coming 
academic year.
